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Abstract. The article analyzes the impact of demographic changes on the labor market and economic
growth in the Republic ofBelarus. The data used were obtained from the National Statistical Committee ofthe
Republic ofBelarus and various international organizations. The aim ofthe study is to determine the influence
ofdemographic trends on the labor market in the Republic ofBelarus and to assess the role ofthe demographic
dividend in the country3 economic development. The research hypothesis posited that a decrease in the share of
the working-age population negatively affects economic growth. To test the hypothesis and achieve the objectives
ofthe article, regression analysis methods and statistical data processing were employed. As a result, itwas con-
cluded that the prevailing demographic trends negatively impact the labor market as a whole, but the potential
ofthe educational structure ofthe population can be utilized for economic growth. The findings highlight the im-
portance ofeffective demographic policies, promoting birth rates, attracting migrants, and developing regions.
